NOTES ACCOMPANYING NOMINATION PROCESS FOR FELLOW STATUS

The International Association of Protective Structures (IAPS) is a professional learned association dedicated to the development and recognition of techniques for structural protection against natural and man-made dynamic loads as an integrated and important body of knowledge. 

The Association provides thought-leadership and influence on a global basis to coordinate the body of knowledge within academia, industry practitioners, and institutional policy makers for effective structural protections against dynamic loads and related fields.
Fellowship
The initial fellows of IAPS are its Foundation Board Members. These persons have been granted the right to use the title of Foundation Fellow. 

IAPS recognises prominent people in the area of protective structures as Fellows. The Board shall only accept into the class of membership called “Fellow” people distinguished in the field of Protective Structures. Distinction will usually be evidenced by significant and exemplary practical or professional accomplishments, experience and contribution to the body of knowledge in protective structures or related fields. It is also a fitting recognition of significant contributions to the profession including IAPS, International Journal of Protective Structures and other leadership or service roles to the professional community. 

Benefits
 The benefits of fellowship are:

1. Professional recognition in the IAPS community and the general public.

2. Improved networking with IAPS specialists from around the world.
3. Participation in the activities of IAPS.

4. The use of the post-nominal, FIAPS.
Application for Fellowship

Any two (2) Fellows (or Distinguished Fellows) may nominate a person for Fellowship of IAPS and shall do so using the Nomination Form - Fellow. 
The letter of support should be no more than two (2) pages in length. It should describe the standing of the candidate, and their major contributions to the body of knowledge in protective structures (or related fields) and to the profession including IAPS, International Journal of Protective Structures, and other leadership or service contributions to the professional community. 

Admission to Fellowship

The Board shall consider each nomination for Fellowship at the next meeting of the Board following receipt of the nomination together with a full verifiable Curriculum Vitae outlining achievements and experience in one or several disciplines related to protective structures. 

It is normally expected that a grade of Fellow would only be conferred to applicants with demonstrated experience of not less 10 years and recognised as having achieved eminence in the field.

The Board may accept, reject or defer consideration of a nomination for Fellowship and shall inform the nominator of its decision in writing.
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
